The Greek word agape  
(ah-gah-pay) means:  

“Unconditional,  
unselfish,  

sacrificial love”. 
 

     Greek language had several words 
representing different aspects of love. 
When the New Testament was 
written in the Greek language, the 
authors used two words to describe 
love. 
 

•Agape/Agapao 
•Phileo  
 

     Agape (noun) is used 116 
times and Agapao (verb) is used 146 
times in the New Testament. Com-
bined there are 262 uses of Agape/
Agapao in the New Testament alone. 
That shows the importance of this 
word in the New Testament! For sim-
plicity sake, both agape/agapeo 
are being referred as agape. 

     According to the Bible, agape is 
the noblest and the highest level of 
love that exists from God toward a 
person, and a love that should exist 
between all brothers and sisters in 
Christ. There are different levels of 
love, like affection, friendship, sexual 
love, platonic love, romantic love, 
puppy love, passionate love, and 
committed love. Agape is the founda-
tion for all committed relationships, in 
marriage, friendship, church, and fam-
ily. Agape is the reason Christ laid 
down His life on the cross to pay the 
price for our sins. 
 
     In our practical life, based on scrip-
ture, agape is an action that attempts 
to increase the well being of a person. 
That person may be one self, a 
neighbor, a family member, a lover, a 
co-worker, a stranger, or society as a 
whole. Real love is a choice and it is 
also an act of the will. It enables us to 
accept our differences within relation-
ships. Feelings come to us, like wind, 

weather, liking and digestion. Our 
feelings are precious. But agape is 
more precious. Agape comes from us, 
actively, by our free choice. We are 
responsible for our agape or lack of it, 
eternally responsible. Real love 
comes from the center of the soul, 
which comes from  
• A pure heart 
• A good conscience 
• A sincere faith. 

     The Greeks also have a second 
definition of love, and that is phileo, 
which means brotherly love.  Phileo is 
the love that we all express to our 
father, mother, brother, sister, or a 
friend. Phileo is used only 25 times in 
the New Testament.   
 

     The following Words from the New 
Testament illustrate the usage of 
agape and phileo wherever the love 
word is used. 
 

     Matthew 22:37, Jesus said to him: 
"You shall love (agape) the Lord your 
God with your whole heart, with your 
whole soul, and with all your mind. 
This is the greatest and first com-
mandment”. 
     John 15:13 "Greater love (agape) 
has no one than this, that he lay down 
his life for his friends."  
     John 21:15, Jesus said to Simon 
Peter, "Simon, son of John, do you 
truly love (agape) me more than 

these?” "Yes, Lord," he said, "You 
know that I love (phileo) you."  
Jesus said, "Feed my lambs."  
     Hebrews 13:1, Keep on loving 
(phileo) each other as brothers. 

 

     Agape and Charity goes side by 
side. Charity is an essential part of 
agape. Even though there are many 
different levels of charity, the highest 
level of charity is to enable the recipi-
ent to become self-reliant, so that he/
she will be free from having to rely on 
charity.

JUBILIARIAN ARCHBISHOP MAR KURIAKOSE KUNNACHERRYJUBILIARIAN ARCHBISHOP MAR KURIAKOSE KUNNACHERRY  
   Our dear Mar Kuriakose Kun-
nacherry, Archbishop of Kottayam is 
completing 50 years of his priesthood 
on December 21, 2005. He had or-
dained Our Mission Director Rev. Fr. 
Abraham Mutholath and three other 
priests of the archdiocese on the 25th 
anniversary of the ordination of Mar 
Kunnacherry on December 21, 1980. 
We extend our greetings and prayers 
to our dear archbishop. The following 
is a short biography of the archbishop. 
  
   Mar Kuriakose Kunnacherry was 
born on the 11th of September, 1928 
at Kaduthuruthy in Kottayam District. 
He was ordained priest on the 21st of 
December, 1955 in Rome. He re-
ceived doctorate in Civil and Canon 
Laws from the University of Lateran 
in Rome and Master’s degree in Poli-
tics from USA. He was nominated 
bishop of Kepha and appointed Co-
Adjutor Bishop of Kottayam on 9th 
December 1967. On February 24, 
1968 he received Episcopal  Ordina-
tion  at  Sacred Heart Mount, Kotta-
yam from  His Eminence Cardinal 
Maximillian de Furstenberg, Prefect 

of the Congregation for the Oriental 
Churches.  At  the retirement of Mar 
Thomas Tharayil, he took charge of 
the Diocese of Kottayam on the 5th of 
May,1974. In addition to Malayalam 
and English he knows Italian, Latin, 
French, German and Syriac. He has 

served the regional, national and Uni-
versal Church in various capacities. 
He was a member of the Pontifical 
Commission for the Codification of 
the Code of Canons of the Eastern 
Churches and a member of the Pon-
tifical Council for Inter-religious Dia-
logue. He served as the Chairman of 

the Ecumenical and Inter-religious 
Dialogue Commission of the Catholic 
Bishops' Conference of India several 
times.   

He was the Chairman of the St  
Joseph’s Pontifical  Seminary, Al-
waye and is now the Chairman of the 
St Thomas Apostolic Seminary, Va-
davathoor and Vice Chancellor of the 
Paurastiya Vidya-pitham, Vadavat-
hoor. He has held offices in the Ker-
ala Catholic Bishops' Council  and the 
Syro-Malabar Bishops' Conference. 
He was a member of permanent synod 
of the Syro-Malabar Archiepiscopal 
Church and  member of commission 
for Ecumenism and particular law.  

 By the decree “God our loving 
father” dated May 9, 2005, the Major 
Archbishop Mar Varkey Cardinal 
Vithayathil appointed Mar Kuriakose 
Kunnacherry as the first metropolitan 
of the newly erected metropolitan see 
of Kottayam. On June 3, 2005 Mar 
Varkey Cardinal Vithayathil ordained 
and enthroned Mar Kuriakose Kun-
nacherry as the Metropolitan of  Kot-
tayam at a liturgical service in Christ 
the King Cathedral, Kottayam.
