If we love God, if we love each other, and
if we love others and serve them in charity, our love
will be living proof of God’s life and work in the world.

In today’s first reading, Wisdom is imagined
as a woman rich in poise and grace. She moves
smoothly and confidently about her templeOlike
home. She doesn't flutter about, nervous with worry.
Wisdom sends her maidens to invite all to her open

house. The guests do not possess any particular gen-
ius or insight. They need only be a people of good will
and common sense.
