Catholics have found a home in Maywood. On Sept. 24
they had their first church service at Sacred Heart Knanaya
Catholic Church, 611 Maple St. The church, which has par-
ish house along with a school, has a membership of about
750 families.

The congregation bought Sacred Heart from the Archdio-
cese of Chicago, adding "Knanaya" to the name.

Father Abraham Mutholath, 51, who has been a priest
for 26 years, said their church services differ in language
and format from other Catholic services. Services are con-
ducted in the Indian language Malayalam. "(The service)
has its' origins in India from St. Thomas the Apostle," he
said.

He said most of the congregation does not live in the
community, but the church is in a good location.

Mutholath said he feels good about their new church in
Maywood after such a long search process. "l feel happy
because our people are comfortable because they feel this
their own church," he said. "We can do our programs ac-
cording to the needs of our own people."
