of his guiding principles that he followed and ex-
pected his subordinates to follow and even asked all
of us to emulate was “Trust but Verify”. Yes, you
may trust others but you have an obligation and a re-
sponsibility to verify what you have been told to be
true and only then should you solidify your trust. A
true virtue required of any good leader.

It is an undeniable fact that every true-blooded
Knanaya person wants to be able to continue the
practice of endogamy and all the traditions that go
along with it, which we as a community have been
practicing for centuries. That is without question the
backbone of our identity and existence. However,
since when is having a church of our own a hindrance
to the continuation of our traditions? | will argue that
endogamy is a practice that needs and must be prac-
ticed by our community and not by the Catholic
Church. A church should be merely seen as a vehi-
cle for the faithful to congregate and be provided with
the opportunity to get together with some regularity
and strengthen their values and traditions. It is this
togetherness and unity that gives us the strength and
the impression or feeling of our own. How can you in
the right mind deny any catholic faithful from having
their spiritual needs met at any Catholic church?

A great deal of forethought was given to the struc-
ture before the first Knanaya Catholic Church outside
Kerala was bought. This facility was purchased in the
name of a non-profit religious corporation, namely
“Sacred Heart Knanaya Catholic Parish” with Bishop
Angadiath’s permission. A naked picture of this
baby’s true identity was send to all of you as verifiable
evidence in the form of the closing documents in No-
vember of last year. A copy of this is available on the
website at http://www.knanayaregion. us/chicago/
bulletin.htm, the November 12, 2006 issue.

It is rather common to see two factions forming
within a family when they are about to have a new-
born baby. One group wants the baby to be a boy
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and another routing for a girl and yet a third rather
insignificant group questioning even the need for a
new baby. And as it is customary, once the child is
born and everyone have verified its sex, they are all
singing praises of the new baby and congratulating
the parents with the exception of that one uncle or
aunt who is still bitter about having lost the bet.

Just because someone told you that there was a
baby girl born at a far and distant place, do you con-
clude and proclaim that all children born everywhere
is also a girl without verifying? Despite the fact that
you received a picture of a naked newborn to prove it
to you that it is indeed a baby boy, are you too naive
to verify the sex of the child and then decide? Or are
you too entrenched in the self fulfilling prophesy of all
children born being a girl? Then how do you ever
expect to have a man in your family? (Knowing the
nature of our community, should | be worried about a
lawsuit claiming pornography charges because of the
‘naked picture’, anyone?).

For those of us who follow football closely will
know what it means to be a Monday night quarter-
back. Isn't it so easy to criticize and ridicule a player
or the coach because they did not play or follow your
game plan even though you have no idea what the
coach and the team had in mind? You think he
should have thrown the ball in a certain direction, or
ran the ball rather than throw, or should have seen
the linebacker coming etc., you get my point. But if
the team had followed your game plan (which you
may not even have one) or played the game to your
expectation, you will be hard pressed to find any fault
with the coach or the team.

Now, if | were to buy into the assumption or argu-
ment that all Syro-Malabar Knanaya churches will be
owned by Bishop Angadiath and thus we decide not
to buy them, then how will we ever rectify our desire
to have a diocese of our own? Do we not need par-
ishes first before we can ask to be elevated to a dio-
cese? Do we not need parish priests before we can
ask for a Bishop of our own? How many churches
does Knanaya Catholic Congress own?

Yes, | am not blinded by the fact that hierarchi-
cally, one day, Bishop Angadith can demand that we
stop celebrating Mass at the Maywood church under

the auspices of Syro-Malabar Diocese, but that is true

of our Bishops demanding that of any of the parishes
operating under their jurisdiction. However, the
church and all related property still remains the asset
of “Sacred Heart Knanaya Catholic Parish” corpora-
tion.

Rather than releasing claims and proclamations such
as “Yes, Maywood church is Non-Endogamous” or

yourself with that uncle who still refuses to believe the
inevitable, should you be making far-reaching state-
ments without verifying? Isn’t it easy to shoot from
the hip not realizing that you are shooting yourself on
the foot?

You
will see the comradery, the level of energy and
enthusiasm of the true Knanaya spirit that is ex-
hilarating all throughout the compound, both in
and out.

You
will see copies of blueprints in the hallway and
plenty of discussion about expansion projects.
