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INTRODUCTION BY FR. ABRAHAM MUTHOLATH 
 

Our parish council had decided to have a fundraising 
kickoff of our proposed youth center on Sunday April 
1st after the Holy Mass. As usual I was looking for a 
wealthy person who can inaugurate by offering a 
large amount. In the meantime, I got a call from Joy 
Chemmachel saying that his four children Marie (11), 
Alli (12), Geo (15), and Lukson (16) are opening their 
treasure boxes and counting money to give all of 
them to our youth center.  

This reminded me the story of the poor widow who 
contributed two small coins in the Jerusalem temple. 
According to Jesus, “she, from her poverty, has 
contributed all she had, her whole livelihood.” (Mark 
12:44). After A few minutes I was inspired to think out 
of the box inviting these four children to inaugurate 
the kickoff because they deserve the recognition. Like 
the widow in the Bible, they were contributing all they 
had and agreeing to raise it to $5,000. 

 

After this inauguration, I found that many of  our 
people were impressed with the generous attitude of 
these children and the encouragement of their family 
members. So I gave them a few questions to 
respond. Here are their answers.: 

   

Where did you get the money from? 
Marie and Alli: We got the money from our parents 
and from our birthday gifts. 
Geo: I have received my money, mostly from my 
parents when I helped them with anything they want. 
The rest of the money I have either worked for, or 
received from past birthdays. 
Lucas: I got all that money from my parents, my 
birthdays, and some from working with my parents 
and uncles. 

How long did you take to collect this money? 
Marie: I saved all my money throughout my life. 
Alli: It took me almost all through my lifetime to get 
this much money.  
Geo: It took a big portion of my life to have had this 
money for our church. I would say it has been close 
to 10 years. 
Lucas: It took me around 8-10 years to collect all of it.  

 

What was your original plan to utilize this 
money? 

Marie: To utilize for college. 
Alli: To give it to the poor and for my college.  
Geo: To be honest, I had no right to use any of my 
money because it was for my college fund. But if I did 
have a chance to use the money I probably would 
have used it for anything of my indulgence, then later 
it would have been saved for my college.   
Lucas: My original plan was nothing because I 
couldn’t use it, except when my parents needed 
money or when I was desperate for money (when my 
parents aren't home).

Geo: After the illustrative talk I had from my parents I 
decided right away that my contribution to Sacred 
Heart is the justifiable thing to do, because I know my 
money will be used for a good cause. 
Lucas: When my dad asked me to give the money to 
the church, it was no command from my dad, but a 
choice. I could have said “no”, but I didn’t, I decided 
to give it all to the Sacred Heart.

Marie: Our church is my second home and I am so 
happy to spend lots of time in the church for praying, 
playing, eating, and making friends.

Lucas: The reaction my grandparents gave me was a 
wonderful feeling I haven’t received since I left India 
this summer. It filled my heart with so much joy and 
happiness. On the phone, I received tons of ummas 
from my Appacha, once my dad gave me the phone, 
and before I could even say “bye” to him. Also when I 
talked to my Ammachi, in the morning before school, 
she made me so energetic, wide-awake, and so 
happy. While I was talking to them, I could imagine 
them, especially all their expressions. They told me 
they were so proud of me. After talking to them I 
knew I did the right thing.
