| feel that offering English services would
be highly beneficial to the Knanaya commu-
nity. | believe that an English mass would not
only create more cohesion with the youth and
young adults of our community, but it would
also give young adults like myself a reason to
drive to Maywood on Sundays. | know that
many people are on the same boat as myself,
they do not speak or understand Malayalam
fluently and they are devout Catholics. These
two factors combined are what deter me from
attending mass in Maywood regularly.

The language barrier that exists discourages me
from participating in mass. Instead of being focused
in prayer, | find that my thoughts are not focused on
what is happening in the service because | don’t un-
derstand what is being said or the meaning that is

being communicated. | want to attend a
mass where | can understand what is being
said and leave feeling spiritually fulfilled. |
also feel that an English mass would in-
vite the Knanaya youth and young adults
to be more engaged with the church and
its many activities.

Many other Malayalee churches such as
the Jacobite community and Marthomite
community are already one step ahead of
us in offering English services to cater to the needs
of it's Malayalam challenged young parishioners.
This has proved to work in other communities, and |
am certain that if the Maywood Knanaya church
offers an English mass, it would be a great solu-
tion to the lack of involvement from the young
adult generation in our community.
