His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI declared the year
2009-2010 as the year for priests. On this occasion when
the Church celebrates the year for priests, | am happy to
share with you some thoughts regarding priests and the
good the entire human race receives through the ministry
of priests. Priests and their ministry have a distinct role to
play in the plan of salvation that Jesus Christ accom-
plished on earth. Jesus chose and appointed the twelve
apostles to be with him to continue his salvific mission
and to be sent out to proclaim the message of
salvation. Priests are persons called and desig-
nated by God to render service to the society as
the co-workers of Bishops, the successors of the
apostles, in the onward march of the Church
built upon the foundation of the apostles and
prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as its corner-
stone (Eph. 2:20).

Even though the whole people of God through bap-
tism and confirmation participate in the priesthood of
Christ, priests are appointed as priests, teachers and shep-
herds to protect and nourish the Church, the Body of
Christ, through their ministry. Priests who are appointed
to sanctify, teach and shepherd the people of God partici-
pate in these triple office of Christ. Priests, who through
the sacred ordination receive the ministerial priesthood of
Christ, sanctify themselves by fulfilling these offices
faithfully. It is by the ministry of priests that the people of
God in every stage of their life, from birth to death, grow
up and are nourished and strengthened in their faith life.
We have a tradition that gives great importance to the
ministry of priests both in the life of every individual and
in the society. We give a similar position of a father in a
family to our priests who are the heads of the larger fam-
ily that is the parish community. In the same way we rec-
ognize the preeminent position of the Bishops at the apex

level of the Diocesan structures.

One of the purposes of the declaration of the year for
priests is the renewal and sanctification of the life of
priests the world over. To achieve this, both the priests
and the entire people of God must attain the wisdom re-
garding priesthood as an ineffable gift of God. Priesthood
is a great gift that God gives to the human race. We con-
sider the ordained Bishops and priests as persons standing
in the place of God and believe that we obtain the experi-
ence of God's presence through them. That is the meaning
of greeting a priest when we meet him, saying "praise be
to Jesus Christ". Our priests are persons working tirelessly
in different realms of the society both for the spiritual and
material growth and development of the human person.
We can be proud of this fact. In particular, the Syro-
Malabar priests are making remarkable contributions in
the mission fields in India and abroad. Besides working as
spiritual fathers in the pastoral field, our priests are ren-
dering commendable service in the field of education and
social work. I congratulate the priests for the
wonderful priestly ministry they exercise in the
Church as another Christ and thank the Lord for
the same.

The whole people of God must pray for
priests that they be strengthened to continue
their priestly ministry with steadfastness in their

vocation and that through their selfless lives they may be
faithful to the Lord who called them. Jesus chose the
apostles after long hours of prayer (Mk.3: 13-19). Jesus
has requested us to ask the Lord of the harvest “to send
out laborers into his harvest" (Mt. 9:38). God accom-
plishes today through frail human persons, the priests, the
same mission of Jesus Christ who, fulfilling the prophecy
of Ezekiel that the Lord God himself will search and find
Shepherds of his mind to shepherd his people, incarnated
himself as the good shepherd. Priests require constant
help from God. All of us are obliged to pray daily for
priests. The people of God must acknowledge in their
hearts the words of Jesus: "I am the vine, you are the
branches. Those who abide in me and I in them bear much
fruit, because apart from me you can do noth-
ing" (Jn.15:5).

3.1s Horse More Valuable Than a Poor Child of God? }

Friends, today’s story is about a saint who is known
for his amazing generosity. His name Aidan, also means
“Little Fiery One.” He was born in Ireland. Saint Aidan of
Lindisfarne was a monk on the island of Iona in Scotland.
Early in his career he was made bishop, but he resigned to
become a monk in Iona, where he learned the values of
prayer, study, self-discipline and almsgiving that shaped
his future ministry.

Aidan was a zealous missionary and a friend of King
Oswald of Northumbria. Aidan and the king worked hand-
in-hand, in spreading Christianity in the non-Christian
kingdom. As the meaning of his name suggests, Aidan was
indeed a fiery apostle for Christ.

It was with much hardship that Aidan and his monks
preached the gospel of Christ to the pagan people. The pa-
gans’ demonstrated their red herring attitude towards the
previous apostles who went to preach to them about Christ.
They even plotted to kill the first missionaries. But with
Aidan’s unheard generosity and simplicity of life, he won
their hardened hearts over.

When he was not engaged in teaching, he found time
to pray and to read the scriptures. He always took care to
practice what he was preaching to the people. Finally all
the subjects of King Oswald were converted to Christian-
ity. The king was well pleased by Aidan’s work for God.
Aidan was consecrated by the Holy See, as the first bishop
of Lindisfarne in England in A.D. 635.

Aidan was not a penny pincher. But he willingly prac-
ticed poverty. He lived a poor life to save money to give
alms to the poor. He
was indefatigable in
tending to the wel-
fare of children and
slaves, and bought
the freedom of many

slaves from dona-
tions he received
from rich friends

by the following
incident. King
Oswald who was

killed in a battle was succeeded by King
Oswin, who was also a friend and pro- § o
tector of Aidan. Aidan made journeys on
foot throughout the diocese, visiting his flock and estab-
lishing missionary centres. One day King Oswin gave Ai-
dan a very fine and rare breed of well-trained horse (laden
with all royal trappings) for his personal use. The king
wanted Aidan to take care of the Christian converts by
travelling on the horseback.

One day he was riding on horseback, from the monas-
tery to meet his faithful, on the way he met a beggar. The
beggar begged for money and clothes. St. Aidan immedi-
ately dismounted the horse and gave the horse with all the
costly trappings to the poor man. When the king Oswin
heard about this extraordinary generosity of Aidan, he was
annoyed. He called Aidan to the court room. The king
asked him, “Why did you give away the horse that we spe-
cially chose for you? We could have found a less valuable
horse or a pony which is suitable for a beggar.” Aidan re-
sponded, “Is a horse more valuable to you than a poor
child of God for whom Jesus Christ died on the cross?”
This heartbreaking question touched the king. He knelt
down at St. Aidan’s feet and asked forgiveness from him
and from God. He promised Aidan not to question or be
sorry for any of his wealth being given away to children of
God. Aidan felt sympathy for the king he asked him not to
be worried and prayed for him. Aidan died in 651 A.D.;
his feast is celebrated on 31 August.

St. Aidan was a cheerful giver. He gave to the poor
enthusiastically. In the Bible (2 Corinthians 9:7) we read.
“Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to
give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a
cheerful giver.”

Jesus said, “It is more blessed to give than to re-
ceive.”[Acts: 20:35].
