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Saint George (ca. 275/281 — 23 April 303) was, accord-
ing to tradition, a Roman soldier and priest in the Guard of
Diocletian, who is venerated as a Christian martyr. In hagi-
ography Saint George is one of the most venerated saints in
the Roman Catholic Church, Anglican Church, Eastern
Orthodox Church, Oriental Orthodox Church, and the East-
ern Catholic Churches. He is immortalized in the tale of
Saint George and the Dragon and is one of the 14 Holy
Helpers. His memorial is celebrated on April 23rd, and he
is regarded as one of the most prominent military saints.

It is likely that Saint George was born to a Christian
noble family in Lydda, Palestine during the late third cen-
tury between about 275 AD and 285 AD, and he died in
Nicomedia. His father, Gerontius, was a Roman army offi-

ﬂ cial from Cappadocia and his mother was from Palestine.
| They were both Christians and from noble families of

Anici. So the child was raised with Christian beliefs. They

“ decided to call him Georgius (Latin) or Georgios (Greek),

meaning "worker of the land". At the age of 14, George

| lost his father; a few years later, George's mother, Poly-

chronia, died. Eastern accounts give the names of his par-
ents as Anastasius and Theobaste.

Then George decided to go to Nicomedia, the imperial
city of that time, and present himself to Emperor Dio-
cletian to apply for a career as a soldier. Diocletian wel-
comed him with open arms, as he had known his father,
Gerontius — one of his finest soldiers. By his late 20s,
George was promoted to the rank of Tribunus and stationed
as an imperial guard of the Emperor at Nicomedia.

In the year AD 302, Diocletian (influenced by Galerius)
issued an edict that every Christian soldier in the army
should be arrested and every other soldier should offer a
sacrifice to the Pagan gods. But George objected and with
the courage of his faith approached the Emperor and ruler.
Diocletian was upset, not wanting to lose his best Tribune
and the son of his best official, Gerontius. George loudly
renounced the Emperor's edict, and in front of his fellow
soldiers and Tribunes he claimed himself to be a Christian
and declared his worship of Jesus Christ. Diocletian at-
tempted to convert George, even offering gifts of land,

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4. Do Not Invent With Your Mouth

Friends today’s story is based on a Jewish proverb
which runs: “What you don’t see with your eyes, do not
invent with your mouth.”

This story took place in ancient India. In the days of
this story, people used to respect one another and used to
seek the advice of sages, gurus, priests and elders, when-
ever they moved away from the right paths.

In a village called Vidhayanagar, there lived a girl
named Nagasri. She was a grown up girl and was well
behaved at home. But she had the bad and irresistible habit
of spreading rumors about others. She enjoyed being a
gossiper. One day Nagasri repeated a bad talk about a good
neighbor. She, without verifying the truth, told all the per-
sons she met in the neighborhood that one Mrs. Megamala
stole a gold chain from her house. Within a few days of
spreading the gossip, the whole villagers came to know
about it. Mrs. Megamala was very sad and felt offended
because she had not taken the gold chain. She was known
to be an honest person who took extra care to respect oth-
ers belongings. But her image as a trustworthy and reliable
person was unjustly hurt because of Nagasri’s gossip.

After a week, Nagasri got back the golden-chain from
her own house. It was actually misplaced in the closet
where she used to keep it. Nagasri, who was responsible
for spreading the rumor felt sorry for hurting the respect-
able person of Mrs. Megamala. Nagasri could not have
sound sleeps after the incident. She was deeply disturbed.
She was privately mourning her own wrong-doing. Finally
she decided to see a guru who lived in a far away village.
She walked to the monastery, where the sagely guru was
living. As she was striding to see the monk, she felt deep
regret for her mistake. When she finally met the wise guru,
she narrated the incident and asked a solution to heal the

injury she had caused to innocent Mrs.
Megamala.

The Guru, in serious tone told her,
“Go to the open market and buy a rooster and kill it. On
your way back home pluck its feathers and throw them
individually by the side of the road. Once you have done
this come and see me again.” She was shocked at the
strange advice of the Guru. But Nagasri did follow the first
part of the rather weird instruction of the guru.

The next day, according to the instruction, she again
went to meet the guru. The wise guru this time told Na-
gasri: “Now go back and try to collect all the feathers you
had dropped and once you have managed to collect all of
them bring them back to me.”

Nagasri walked along the same road where she had
dropped the feathers and tried to collect them back. She
was amazed to realize that the strong wind had carried
away all the feathers. She did not leave a leaf unturned in
her search for the feathers. After tirelessly searching for
hours, she returned to the guru with only five feathers in
her hand. She said: “I have searched for several hours on
the road-side and I could grab only five feathers today. The
rest of the feathers have been blown away in the wind.”

“You see my daughter, it was too easy to drop the
feathers, but it is entirely impossible to collect them back.
The same is true about gossip. It takes only little time and
effort to spread the gossip. But once you have done dam-
age by spreading hearsay rumors about others, you can
almost never reverse the harm.” The sagely guru, admon-
ishingly said. Nagasri learned a lesson on that day. She
made a resolution on that day to stop her scandal spreading

money and slaves if he made a sacrifice to the Pagan gods.
The Emperor made many offers, but George never ac-
cepted.

Recognizing the futility of his efforts, Diocletian was
left with no choice but to have him executed for his re-
fusal. Before the execution George gave his wealth to the
poor and prepared himself. After various torture sessions,
including laceration on a wheel of swords in which he was
resuscitated three times, George was executed by decapita-
tion before Nicomedia's city wall, on April 23, 303. A wit-
ness of his suffering convinced Empress Alexandra and
Athanasius, a pagan priest, to become Christians as well,
and so they joined George in martyrdom. His body was
returned to Lydda for burial, where Christians soon came
to honor him as a martyr.

The episode of St George and the Dragon was a legend
brought back with the Crusaders and retold with the
courtly appurtenances belonging to the genre of Romance.
The earliest known depiction of the legend is from early

eleventh-century Cappadocia, (in the iconography of the
Eastern Orthodox Church, George had been depicted as a
soldier since at least the seventh century); the earliest
known surviving narrative text is an eleventh-century
Georgian text.

In the fully-developed Western version, which devel-
oped as part of the Golden Legend, a dragon makes its nest
at the spring that provides water for the city of
"Silene" (perhaps modern Cyrene) in Libya or the city of
Lydda, depending on the source. Consequently, the citi-
zens have to dislodge the dragon from its nest for a time, to
collect water. To do so, each day they offer the dragon at
first a sheep, and if no sheep can be found, then a maiden
must go instead of the sheep. The victim is chosen by
drawing lots. One day, this happens to be the princess. The
monarch begs for her life to be spared, but to no avail. She
is offered to the dragon, but there appears Saint George on
his travels. He faces the dragon, protects himself with the
sign of the cross, slays the dragon, and rescues the prin-
cess. The grateful citizens abandon their ancestral pagan-
ism and convert to Christianity.
