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Pastoral Letter after the Major Episcopal Assembly

PASTORAL LETTER

VARKEY CARDINAL VITHAYATHIL, the Major
Archbishop of the Syro-Malabar Church, to the Archbishops,
Bishops, Priests, Men and Women Religious and Lay Faithful of
the Syro-Malabar Church - Blessings and peace in our Lord Je-
sus Christ.

Dearly beloved in the Lord,

It was the third Major Archiepiscopal Assembly of the Thirty-
eight hundred thousand strong Syro-Malabar Church that had its
conclusion on 22nd August. In that three-day assembly in which
44 Bishops, 159 Priests, 5 Religious Brothers, 73 Religious Sis-
ters, 126 Lay men and 48 Lay women representing the Church
had gathered together, the topic discussed was faith for the pro-
tection and fullness of life. This canonical assembly which meets
once in every 5 years was a profound experience of the dynamic
unity of the Church, prayerful communion and the in-depth re-
flection in the Holy Spirit. The Synodal Session that followed the
Assembly considered the proposals submitted by the Assembly
and took measures for their effective implementation. The Synod
has constituted a committee of 15 members and requested it to
take concrete steps to execute the proposals of the Assembly. A
document consisting of the suggestions for the implementation of
the proposals of the Assembly is being published. Our parishes
and institutions are requested to take appropriate policy measures
for implementing these proposals. In this effort, we should also
make sure to enlist the co-operation of likeminded persons and
organizations.

It is the whole Church that has to accept and implement the
dispositions and proposals of the Assembly. It does not mean
that they will be implemented in the society, if only the Bishops
wanted them. Each one of us should make the effort to imple-
ment them in our personal lives, in our families, parishes and
institutions. I am writing this pastoral letter to explain the general
nature of the proposals of the Assembly and to request the good-
will of everyone for their implementation.

We can group the proposals of the Assembly into three main
sections: 1. Faith in life and practical life, 2. The intrusion of the
culture of death and counter measures against it, and 3. Environ-

mental issues and our response to them.

1. Faith and practical life: “Not every- [J;F",H 4
one who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will _ L L
enter the kingdom of heaven, but only e BT
the one who does the will of my Father Sh
in heaven” (Mt 7:21). It is on the touch-
stone of life that the genuineness of faith
is verified. It is not on account of the
lack of faith that the outside world some-
times criticizes us — bishops, priests, religious and lay people, but
on account of our failure to live according to our faith. What
Jesus gave us is the Gospel of Life. The way of Jesus who came
that we may “have life, and have it abundantly” (Jn 10:10), is not
of the transient world nor that seeks bread alone. In the Old Tes-
tament, the criterion of faith was the observance of the Ten Com-
mandments. God while giving the Ten Commandments said: “I
have set before you life and death, blessings and curses” (Deut.
30:19). The Precepts of Life demand worship of God and protec-
tion of living beings.

A life of prayer and worship of God is one according to moral
principles. Without respecting the creation one cannot worship
God. Faith that does not recognize Human Rights is self-
deception. The Ten Commandments are the basis of Human
Rights. Without observing these Commandments, it is not possi-
ble to walk on the divine way of life. Christ’s way of love is not
only one respecting the rights of the other, but also is the one that
sacrifices one’s own rights freely for the other. Christian love is a
sacrificial life of multiplying the God-given talents and sharing
them with others. Jesus taught that there is no greater love than
sacrificing one’s own life for the other.

However, love often remains dead without the power to trans-
form life situations. The attitude of each one living for one’s own
gain is on the increase. There are prayer, worship and rituals. But
does the love of God translate itself into love of the neighbour?
Does our Christian love have an impact on the corrupt and life-
denying social and economic sphere and transform it? The faith
of at least some is only ritualistic and superstitious. The life of
faith should be so profound as to enable the members of one’s
family and others with whom they come in contact experience

the joy of love daily.

2. The intrusion of the culture of death: It is not a glorious
culture promoting life that we find all around us. Instead we
come across a profusion of acts and outlooks of practical materi-
alism that demean life. We are living in a social milieu echoing
the question “Cain, Cain, where is your brother” (Genesis 4:9).
The explosions caused by terrorists’ bombs, shocking murders
by the revolutionaries, those who instigate riots in the name of
religion, Hired Goondas and Assassins, those who kill for money
— many are the faces of the annihilation of life.

We have received life as a gift. Some are adamant on their
unwillingness to give it freely. Those who are called to be crea-
tors of life prefer to remain shirking their responsibility of creat-
ing. The blessed wombs of the mothers where we are born be-
come scenes of murder. The number of those who consider pro-
creation as a burden is on the increase.

Sexuality which is a gift of God for unfailing love and pro-
creation is now debased as selfish pleasure-seeking. Sex trade
and Sexual assault on women are increasing. Sexuality is con-
tinually made a commodity for trade. These commercial outlooks
find their way into the sacred sphere of the families. It paves the
way for the trend of considering even human beings as some-
thing to be used and thrown away. Already sexuality is seen
separated from the procreative responsibility. We should realize
that once the dimensions of procreation and fidelity are taken
away, it will destabilize the man-woman relationship and the
very institution of family.

Children are the treasure and the future of the families and the
society. Yet many consider children as nuisances and obstacles

to their freedom. Among the rich and the educated, the number
of children is coming down. Why do the big mansions of the rich
remain empty? Is it because they do not have the capacity for
procreation or they lack the means to bring up their children? In
many rich nations, the number of children being born is far less
than the number of people that die. We believed in the false the-
ory of population explosion. We are in fact capable of feeding
more than those who are alive today in the world. Our culture is
on the way of mass suicide. Children are the index of even the
economic growth of a nation. The collective selfishness of those
who are born and living denies life to those who are yet to be
born. We become self-centered persons who shut down the gate-
way to the future. That does not mean that one should engage in
the procreative process without any sense of responsibility.

To the person who approached Jesus with the request “to tell
my brother to divide the family inheritance with me,” he taught
the parable of the rich fool. The earth and all its resources is our
inheritance which God has given to us. This is to share and to
preserve it for posterity. It is not meant to be made our private
property protected with a boundary wall so that we can make
merry and celebrate oblivious of our neighbour. That is why God
called him a fool who pulled down his barns and stored every
grain and enjoyed himself. We have to doubt that such foolish
consumerist life style affect even all levels of the Church. We
notice the presence of selfish luxury everywhere. Lord God had
revealed through his prophet Amos: “I hate, I despise your festi-
vals, and I take no delight in your solemn assemblies” (Amos
5:21). We should be ever vigilant so that the celebration of our
feasts, marriages, reception of the First Holy Communion, ordi-
nations and jubilees do not become celebrations of the fools. We

should learn to celebrate with life the feasts of sharing where
“people will come from east and west, from north and south, and
will eat in the Kingdom of God” (Lk 13:29). We should stand
firmly for the rights of those who are ousted from the process of
development. We should preserve our inheritance not only for
those who are around us today, but also for the future generations
who are yet to follow us. We should increase the talents we have
received and become persons who are able to give with them the
rights of the plenitude of life to those around us and to those who
are yet to come after us.

3. Environmental Issues: Environmental issues touch upon
our sense of righteousness regarding our concern for the future.
This universe is our home. Its atmosphere, air, water, tempera-
ture, its wholesomeness, etc., are all issues that affect the very
survival of those living in it. Those who live today should not
misuse this home, our universe without any thought for tomor-
row. I should have the same concern with which I take care of
my body also in protecting this universe. This universe should be
habitable also to those who come after us. However, our air, wa-
ter and soil are being polluted. On account of this, many species
are becoming extinct from this earth. Where it becomes inhospi-
table to the insects and worms, birds and animals, it can become
inhospitable also to human beings.

The scientific and technological know-how could be both a
blessing and a curse. Poisonous and dangerous materials, chemi-
cal substances and chemical waste make this earth and its atmos-
phere polluted and life-threatening. When the rivers die, the air
become unhygienic and the soil contaminated, it will certainly
endanger the existence of man. The health of my lungs depends
on the health of the air I breathe. Only on a healthy earth can
man have health and longevity. Exploiting the earth, the air and
the water resources for one’s own comfort today is as suicidal as
taking alcohol and drugs into one’s own body for being intoxi-
cated.

We are witnessing around us a culture of greed that eats away
even the seed that is kept in reserve. There are sufficient re-
sources for the needs of everyone; but the entire universe may
not be sufficient for the greed of anyone. We who have an agri-
cultural background should learn to live in harmony with the
nature. We should endeavor to lead a simple life having re-
nounced the life-style of luxury which generates mountains of
waste.

St. Peter refers to the Christian Community of the parish as a
community of “aliens and exiles” (1 Pet. 2:11). We are not per-
manent residents on this earth, nor are we its owners. We are
only sojourners on this earth — pilgrims. Let us take care to be
sojourners who bequeath with foresight to the generation that
comes after us this earth which we have received in legacy from
the preceding generations that have made this pilgrimage before
us. In the Book of Leviticus, the Lord says: “The land shall not
be sold in perpetuity, for the land is mine; with me you are but
aliens and tenants” (Lev. 25:23). We are persons making our
exodus on this earth with heaven as our goal. Praying that the
Lord may bless us to live along the path of the Gospel of life
with heaven as our goal, I bless you, in the name of the father +
and of the Son + and of the Holy Spirit. Amen
