The young people, from many countries and nations
around the globe, come together showing the universality
of, and diversity within, the Catholic Church. It is a time
for the youth to share their faith and be rejuvenated to
spread the gospel of Jesus Christ in their homelands. It is
also a way to come to understand other cultures and spread
peace and understanding throughout the world.

During the week leading up to the final mass at World
Youth Day, the youth gather in catechesis to learn the
teachings of the faith and celebrate in other festivities.
