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Sixth Knanava Region Day

On Sunday, April 29th

Bishop Mar Jacob Angadiath established Knanaya Catholic Region including all Knanaya parishes and missions and all
the Knanaya Catholics who live outside the boundary of Knanaya Missions in the United States on April 30th 2006. The
bishop did official declaration of the region during his mass at 5:30 P.M. on that day for the Knanaya Catholic Commu-
nity in Chicago at Our Lady of Victory Church.

At that time we had 10 Knanaya Catholic Missions: Chicago (1983), Brooklyn, NY (1993), West Chester & Bronx, NY
(1993), Houston (1994), Dallas (1996), Newark, New Jersey (1996), Rockland, NY (1996), Philadelphia (1999), San
Jose (2000), and Los Angeles (2002).

After the establishment of the Knanaya Region, we have added 10 more missions and brought 11 churches. At present
we have 10 parishes and 10 missions. 14 priests from the Archeparchy of Kottayam are serving in the region. We also
have the service of eight Visitation Sisters and two sisters of St. Joseph’s Congregation. The convents are located in Los
Angeles and Chicago.

Q.87. WHY DID Jesus allow John to baptize him, al-
though he was without sin?

A.87. To baptize means to immerse. In his baptism, Je-
sus descended into the sinful history of all mankind. By
doing so he established a sign. In order to redeem us
from our sins, he would one day be submerged in death
but, through his Father’s power, reawakened to life.

Sinners- soldiers, prostitutes, tax collectors-went out to
the prophet John the Baptist because they were looking for
the “baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins”.
Strictly speaking, Jesus did not need this baptism, because
he was sinless. The fact that he submitted to this baptism
shows us two things: Jesus takes our sins upon himself.
Jesus understands his baptism as an anticipation of his
Passion and Resurrection. At this sign of his willingness to
die for us, the heavens open. “You are my beloved Son”.

Q.88. Why was Jesus led into temptation? Could he
really be tempted at all?

A.88. Jesus was truly human, and as part of that he was
truly susceptible to temptation. In Jesus Christ we do
not have the sort of redeemer “who is unable to sympa-
thize with our weakness, but one who in every respect
has been tempted as we are, yet without sinning”.

Q.89. To whom does Jesus promise “the kingdom of
God”?

A.89. God wills “all men to be saved and to come to the
knowledge of the truth”. The “kingdom of God” begins
in those who allow themselves to be transformed by
God’s love. In Jesus’ experience these are above all the
poor and the lowly.

Even people unaffiliated with the Church find it fasci-
nating that Jesus, with a sort of preferential love, turns

first to those who are socially marginalized. In the Sermon
on the Mount, it is the poor and the sorrowing, the victims
of persecution and violence, all who seek his mercy, his
justice, and his peace, who have prior access to the king-
dom of God. Especially invited are sinners also: “Those
who are well have no need of a physician, but those who
are sick; I came not to call the righteous, but sinners”.

Q.90. Did Jesus work miracles, or are they just pious
tales?

A.90. Jesus really worked miracles, and so did the
—APOSTLES. THE New Testament authors refer to
real incidents.

Even the oldest sources tell of numerous miracles, even
the raising of the dead, as a confirmation of Jesus’ preach-
ing: “But if it is by the Spirit of God that I cast out de-
mons, then the kingdom of God has upon you”. The mira-
cles took place in public; some of the persons involved
were known by name, for instance, blind Bartimaeus or
Peter’s mother-in-law. There were also miracles that in
those Jewish circles were considered shocking and outra-
geous (for example, the cure of a crippled man on the
—SABBATH, the cure of lepers). Nevertheless they were
not disputed by contemporary Judaism.
