We got 
all the approvals from Com Ed, Morton Grove village and MWRD ( Metropolitan Water Rec-
lamation District) already. We plan to start the construction of the parking lot by the end of 
September. The construction is expected to be 4 to 5 weeks so we should be able to com-
plete the project by middle of November; before this WINTER, before the SNOW! 

 The cost of the construction is estimated to be $350,000. Last week, we received overwhelming support from you with a com-
mitment of over $125,000. Thank you so much for your support. The fundraising committee will be approaching you in the coming 
weeks and please support them with your generous donations of $500, $1000, $1500, $2500, etc. Every one of the  St. Mary's family 
will benefit from this parking lot expansion. The designated amount for each St. Mary's family is $5000 towards the building fund. We 
encourage each family to do the best they can.
