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Jesus did the unthinkable! He wedded authority with service and
with sacrifice — the sacrifice of one's life for the sake of another.
Authority without sacrificial love is brutish and self-serving. Jesus
/= also used stark language to explain what kind of sacrifice he had in
(& - mind. His disciples must drink his cup if they expect to reign with
< him in his kingdom. The cup he had in mind was a bitter one
involving crucifixion. What kind of cup does the Lord have in mind
\{ for us? For some disciples, such a cup entails physical suffering and
the painful struggle of martyrdom. But for many, it entails the long
routine of the Christian life, with all its daily sacrifices,
disappointments, setbacks, struggles, and temptations. A disciple
must be ready to lay down his or her life in martyrdom and be ready
to lay it down each and every day in the little and big sacrifices
required. An early church father summed up Jesus' teaching with the
expression: to serve is to reign with Christ. We share in God's reign

by laying down our lives in humble service of one another as Jesus

" did for our sake. Are you ready to lay down your life and to serve

< others as Jesus did?

\ "Lord Jesus, make me a servant of love for your kingdom, that I may
seek to serve rather than be served. Inflame my heart with love that
I may give generously and serve joyfully for your sake."
