That victory and
" peace would be secured in the cross and resurrection which would
take place in a matter of days at the time of Passover. Psalm 24 is
another prophetic passage that echoes this triumphal procession of
the King of glory: Lift up your heads, O gates! and be lifted up, O
ancient doors! that the King of glory may come in. Jesus Christ came
to bring us the kingdom of God. He is the true King who offers
peace, joy, and everlasting life to those who accept his kingship.
. Does the King of glory find a welcome entry in your heart and
home? Do your walls echo with the praise of his glory?
