


Jesus' Journey to Jerusalem: A Reflection for the Third Sunday of Lent
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As we enter the third Sunday of Lent, the
Church invites us to reflect on Jesus journey
to Jerusalem. This passage presents three
significant events: the prophecy of His
suffering, the request of the sons of Zebedee,
and Jesus teaching on discipleship.

James and John, the sons of Zebedee,
approached Jesus with a request to sit at His
right and left in His Kingdom. Their request
stirred jealousy among the other ten disciples,
highlighting their own spiritual immaturity. St.
John Chrysostomm comments that this
incident reveals how all the disciples were still
imperfect in their understanding of Christ's
mission. St. Cyril of Alexandria explains that
Jesus' response to the request of the sons of
/Zebedee serves as both an encouragement
to humility and a warning against misplaced
ambition.

However, over time, James, John, and their
mother, Salome, come to understand the true
meaning of discipleship and follow Christ more
closely. Their commitment is eventually
sealed with sacrifice. James became the first
apostle to be martyred, executed by Herod
Agrippa in AD 42, as recorded in Acts 12:2.
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According to St. Tertullian, John the Apostle was
immersed in boiling oil but miraculously survived,
after which AD 42, as recorded in Acts 12:2.
According to St. Tertullian, John the Apostle was
immersed in boiling oil but miraculously survived,
after which he was exiled to the island of Patmos.
Through these trials, James and John fully
embraced the path of the Cross and achieved
the completeness of Christian discipleship.

Salome, the mother of the sons of Zebedee, also
journeyed alongside Jesus, standing near the
Cross during His crucifixion. She later participated
in the anointing of His body with fragrant spices,
offering a profound model of Christian
discipleship.

Jesus' words in this passage— "Whoever wants to
be great among you must be your servant, and
whoever wants to be first must be your slave —
serve as a guiding principle for us during Lent.
Through this season of prayer and repentance,
we are called to walk with Jesus in His suffering,
to share in His Passion, and ultimately, to
experience the renewal of new life in Him. May
this Lenten journey help us embrace true
discipleship, marked by humility, service, and a
willingness to follow Christ even to the Cross.
