Pastor’s message

Dear Parishioners,

This week’s readings remind us that God does not call us to walk alone. Instead, He sends us with
others, strengthens us through relationships, ang-invites us to take part in His mission with trust
and courage.

In the first reading from Exodus, we see Moses, who once felt unsure and afraid, receiving help
from his brother Aaron. God knew Moses needed support, and He provided Aaron as a companion
and partner in His work. This shows us that even when we feel inadequate, God equips us through
the people around us. We are never alone in fulfilling God’s purpose.

In the book of Tobit, Tobit sends his son Tobias on a journey, and God provides a guide—Raphael,
an angel in disguise. Though Tobias did not realize it at first, God was guiding every step. This
reminds us that God’s presence often comes quietly, through unexpected people and moments.
When we trust Him, He leads us safely, even when the path is uncertain.

In the Acts of the Apostles, the early Church listens to the Holy Spirit and sets apart Barnabas and
Saul for a special mission. Their calling was not self-chosen but Spirit-led. The Church prayed,
fasted, and then sent them out. This teaches us the importance of listening to God’s voice
together and supporting those who are called to serve.

Finally, in the Gospel from Luke, Jesus sends out the seventy-two disciples two by two. He gives
them a simple but powerful message: “The Kingdom of God has come near.” They were not sent
with wealth or security, but with faith and purpose. Their mission was to bring peace, heal, and
proclaim God’s presence.

Today, we are also called to be disciples. Like Moses, we may feel unworthy. Like Tobias, we may
not always recognize God’s guidance. Like Barnabas and Saul, we are sent by the Spirit. And like
the seventy-two, we are called to share the Good News.

Let us trust that God walks with us, sends us with others, and works through us. May we boldly
proclaim, through our words and actions: “The Kingdom of God has come near.”
